Requirements:

e An active ADSL service must be up and running on
your telephone line (if you are currently using the
same line for both Internet Access/ADSL and phone
calls, you will have a central splitter or filter installed).

e Alaptop, desktop (PC) or Apple Mac computer.

e To connect your Vox Modem to your computer (PC),
make sure your computer is equipped with a network

(£) port.

e Before starting your installation make sure you have
your ADSL username and password handy. Your
Internet Service Provider will be able to provide you
with this information.

Step 1: Power up the phone

Place the phone in
the cradle

Insert the supplied AAA
NiMH rechargeable
batteries into the phone

Connect the PSU to the

Vox Modem by inserting the
PSU’s power cable into the
left-most slot marked “9v DC”

Step 2: Register the handset

Register Handset

Please wait while the handset T
registers with the modem. This
could take up to 20 seconds.
| —

After you see “Handset registered”
you will be directed to the main
screen. Before you make any calls
make sure you charge your phone
for 15 hours!

Place the handset
in the cradle.

Press and hold the
wireless button (4 ) on
(SR S the back of the modem
for 3 seconds (see picture).
Once you have done this

select the “Ok” option.

Once you have powered up your
phone a screen will appear on the
handset. Select the “Ok” option.

Step 3: Charge the phone

Once you have registered the handset you need to charge the
phone for 15 hours. Not completing this step will compromise the
life of the rechargeable batteries.

Step 4: Set up the modem

Switch on the PSU and your PC. All five GREEN LED lights
on the top of the Vox Modem will initially flash. Continue
when this sequence has stopped.

Do not connect another

Telkom line to the GREEN
Connect YELLOW network cable slot. It can be optionally

to the YELLOW (ETH T 4 ) slot used for an additional

he it.
at the back of the Vox Modem, phone u

and to your PC’s network slot
(normally located at the back
of your PC).

Bypass any ADSL filter
that currently exists, as
there is one already
built into the Vox
Connect GREY cable to the Modem.
‘Vox slot on the PSU and to
the GREYDSLslotontheback N =~ .
of the Vox Modem. L

Connect BLACK cable to the
‘Telkom’ slot on the PSU and to the
wall-mounted telephone socket.
PLEASE NOTE:

YOU CAN ONLY CONNECT A DSL
LINE TO THE MODEM.

Step 5: Configure the Vox ADSL Phone

Open your favourite Internet
browser, such as Internet
Explorer.

Type https://192.168.1.254
into the address bar.

As you will be accessing the
security-protected Vox setup
page, some Internet
browsers may request a

security certificate. Click on
the CONTINUE TO THIS
WEBSITE option.

Click on the BROADBAND
CONNECTION option in the

menu bar on the left. \
